For, whilst big on style, 
they are experts in being small of plate.

The sister of the Madinat Jumeirah eatery, situated in the Souk 
al Bahar, is aimed squarely at Dubai’s more demure drinkers. The 
cocktail list, littered with delish-sounding fruity martinis – we’re 

rather partial to the Sky Berry Lemon Drop, Dhs38 – is worth a 
visit alone, but the food too is well above average bar fare. And 
the best bit? It all comes in dinky, pop-it-in-your mouth portions. 
Thus, you can feel virtuous for tucking into a tiny fish and chips, 
Dhs33, or less so for following it up with equally dinky but 
ridiculously succulent Greek Style Lamb Cutlets, Dhs55.
And, while much of the menu is in miniature, the décor is far more 
generous – with huge red velvet banquettes, smoky mirrors big 
enough to check you make-up in and lighting sexy enough to make 
you want to. We’ll bank on this place being an instant hit. n
QCall 04 368 4501 for reservations.
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
